To this end, Ilaria Capua has designed a re-
sisto-sphere: a core of practical virtues such as resil-
ience, willpower, resourcefulness, curiosity, discern-
ment, self-confidence, and tolerance - which comes
in handy to avoid internalizing the abuse suffered as a
personal failing.

ILARIA CAPUR is a world-renowned virologist and scientist. After
directing the One Health Center of Excellence at the Univer-
sity of Florida, she returned to Italy, where she now teaches
at Johns Hopkins University SAIS Europe.

ile, scattered archipelago. If once
we could argue about what was
true while still sharing the same world, today polar-
ization has given way to fragmentation: we inhab-
it different “realities,” tailored by algorithms that
anticipate our desires and smooth away friction.

Inthisvisionary essay Andrea Colamedici maps post-re-
ality: a condition in which generative AI does not sim-
ply produce content, but pre-shapes the very field of
what is thinkable and doable. Blending the philosophy
of technology, anthropology, and digital culture, from
Vilém Flusser to Carlos Castaneda, from the Facebook
Papers to memetic phenomena such as Italian Brain-
rot, he reveals the mechanisms of an invisible power,
hypnocracy, operating upstream of consciousness.

The author urges us to stay with the present and defend
latent space. If Al feeds on collective labor to privatize
the imagination, the response cannot be nostalgia, but
a new right: the right to surprise and to opacity, pro-
tecting the shared cognitive commons from which our
thoughts emerge. The book is also a call to action: to
recognize how recommendation systems and synthet-
ic media steer attention, emotion, and belief, and to re-
build spaces where uncertainty, dissent, and genuine
encounter can survive.

ANDREA COLAMEDICI (Rome, 1987) is a philosopher, publisher,
and writer. He teaches Prompt Thinking at IED Rome and at
240re Business School, and serves as President of Genia Lab,
an interdisciplinary hub on artificial intelligence at the Acade-
my of Arts and New Technologies in Rome.

Surrounded by stories in media, so-
cial networks, politics, and marketing, we find that
these narratives are no longer capable of fostering
shared meaning or collective guidance. Their ob-
sessive consumption leaves us profoundly unsated.

Maura Gancitano investigates this modern paradox:
why can’t we fill the void? By blending together phi-
losophy, literary criticism and cognitive science,
this book maps the transition from the death of tra-
ditional storytelling to the rise of new possibilities.

What happens to the human experience when our pri-
mary tools for making sense of the world become both
vital and obsolete?

t’s easy for a woman to be valorous. It only takes
to get children, house and work together to de-
serve a medal. But in the last centuries of human
history, no hymn or podium is celebrating any of
these winners. It’s the same old story, and many
distinguished scholars already wrote about this.
Women often contributed to the evolution of the hu-
man race in different fields, from science to politics,
from art to literature. Notwithstanding this, they’re
remembered very rarely. The idea of this socio-botan-
ical encyclopedia came from the author’s curiosity as
a gardener, which made her discover that plenty of
new roses have been named after valorous women. So
nurserymen and rose hybridizers did more than schol-
ars and academics did: they decided to honor famous
or unknown heroines by simply dedicating beautiful
flowers to them. How can you resist a Jacqueline du
Pré, a beautiful rose whose name is inspired by the
legendary and misfortunate cellist? From this simple
statement Serena Dandini got the idea of writing a little
catalogue of valorous women, and when she couldn’t
find a dedicated rose, she dared to get an inspiration
from nature, and matched a flower to a woman. It’s a
personal choice, a botanical game, and a homage to
courage at the same time. Roses, as well as women, are
strong, with good roots, they face and overcome adver-
sities. So the author kindly invites you to decorate your
own gardens with these breeds.

THE PRISON OF BERUTY

A short but poignant essay on beauty
and the female body, as conditioned
and perceived along the centuries, by
the philosopher and communicator
co-founder of Tlon.

he idea that beauty is something objective and
natural is a modern belief: in fact, there has nev-
er been an era in which aesthetics wasn’t taken
into consideration. The myth of beauty became a
prison only in recent times, due to the exposure
of the body in cinema, media and advertising
that ended up exercising a psychological, economic and ex-
istential power over women first, and now on almost every
person. Beauty is a standardized and prescriptive model that
colonizes time and thoughts, often making people feel inade-
quate. It is true that philosophers, artists and poets have tried
to develop a precise canon over the centuries, progressively
focusing the reflection on beauty on the female body. It was,
however, an idea of beauty as seen through man’s point of
view, and the debate was confined among scholars, without
great relevance in people’s daily life. It is only in recent times,
when coercions towards women have be gun to ease, that the
aesthetic canon has become stiff and suffocating, pushing
them in search of unattainable perfection. The result is that
we live in a time where people may finally be free, but where,
on the contrary, they gain value and dignity only when cer-
tain standards are met. Maura Gancitano tells the story of a
myth as old as the world and shows us how the discoveries of
philosophy, anthropology, social psychology and science can
destroy an illusion that still prevents us from listening and
following our authentic desires and living our bodies freely.

MAURA GANCITAND is an Italian philosopher and writer. With her
husband Andrea Colamedici she co-founded Tlon, a school
of philosophy that also runs a publishing house and a theatre
bookshop in Rome. She brings philosophy into public debate
through lectures and podcasts, focusing on feminism, educa-
tion, desire, and the ways culture shapes identity, love and re-
lationships. Her essays blend storytelling with critique, from
beauty myths to work culture.

hilosophers and writers Andrea Colamedici
and Maura Gancitano connect our present
with the Athens of the fifth century BC, they
question the thinkers of the classical age,
but not only, on the issues of contemporary
debate. And they ask, for example, what

. that of the Greek poleis, Athens in particular, where

ship”. Or what parallelism can be found between the
introduction of the hypomnemata, the notebooks that
disrupted the lives of the Greeks at the time of Plato,
and the advent of the smartphone. According to the au-
thors, just as Socrates and Plato saw writing supplant
orality and witnessed the demise of the mythical world,
so today we are faced with the advance of the digital,
which is once again revolutionizing communication,
heralding the dawn of new gods. And social media,
far from being mere places of entertainment, embody
the human being’s attempt to overcome the atomistic
self and create a new kind of collective consciousness.
Heraclitus said that you can’t go down the same river
twice, as everything is constantly changing. Yet some
events are repeated throughout history and much can
be learned by learning to recognize the similarities be-
tween them. Colamedici and Gancitano show us this,
confirming that philosophy can not only help us better
understand the present, but also reinvent it.
